What is High Power 
Rifle Shooting? It's an 
outdoor rifle match 
involving different 
ranges, positions and 
time limits. A National 
Match Course (usually 
shot here in Kodiak), 
consists of four sepa-

rate matches.  

Two of these matches are slowfire and two are rapid fire. 

In slowfire matches a shooter is given 1 minute per round.  
The rifle must be loaded with one cartridge at a time.  
After each shot the target is lowered into the pits.  The pit 
crew will insert a spotting disk into the bullet hole and a 
scoring disk  will be placed on the target to indicate the 
value of the shot. 

In rapid fire the shooter is allowed two sighting shots fired 
slowfire (in 2 minutes) and must then fire their string of 
10 shots.  A magazine change is required.  Magazines can 
be loaded with 2 rounds in the first magazine and 8 in the 
second or they can be loaded with 5 rounds in each one. 

Match one is slow fire, and it consists of 12 shots in 12 min-
utes from the standing position at 200 yards. The first 2 
shots are sighting shots and are not scored. 

Match two is rapid fire. It is shot from the sitting position at 
200 yards. The shooter has 2 sighting shots in 2 minutes, 
followed by 10 shots in 60 seconds. A reload is required. 
Time starts when the targets appear. The targets are low-
ered at the end of 60 
seconds. The shooter 
starts in the sitting posi-
tion with the magazine 
out of the rifle on the 
ground.  Slings are al-
lowed in this match.

This is the competition that qualifies you to purchase an M1 
Garand from the CMP (Civilian Marksmanship Program).

Shooting one high-power match will teach you more about 
rifle shooting than a life-time of hunting experiences. When 
you shoot your first target at 500 yards, the feeling of ac-
complishment will hook you into high-power shooting for a 
long time. 

A lot of shooters feel intimidated by the long ranges and the 
feeling of being an outsider at the matches. Believe me, 
everyone out there felt the same way their first time. Also, 
at most matches the competitors will go out of their way to 
help a "new shooter". Most new shooters do better at 500 
yards than they thought possible.

Match three is a rapid fire. It is shot from the prone position at 
300 yards  The shooter has 2 sighting shots in 2 minutes, fol-
lowed by 10 shots in 70 seconds. A reload is required. Time 
starts when the targets appear. The targets are lowered at the 
end of 70 seconds. The shooter starts in the prone position. 
Slings are allowed in this match.  The magazines must lay on 
the ground until the command fire is given. 

Match four is slow 
fire. It consists of 
22 shots in 22 
minutes from the 
prone position at 
500 yards. The 
first 2 shots are 
sighting shots and 
are not scored. 

 

 

The 100 yard matches use targets that have been proportion-
ately reduced.  Instead of scoring these targets in the pits we 
walk up and score them by hand when each stage is through. 

Whether you are shooting at 100 yards or 500 yards it is nice 
to have a spotting scope to see where your rounds are going. 

Service rifles used in this sport 
include M1A's (the civilian 
version of the M14), the M1 
Garand and the AR15.  

Match rifles include various 
bolt actions (mostly Winches-
ter and Remington) and other 
semi-auto rifles. The require-
ments are that the rifle holds 
at least 5 rounds in the maga-
zine and has iron sights.
